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FOREWORD

Pakistan has a national food security policy with the basic objective of ensuring
adequate food supply through out the year, either through indigenous production or
through import. Being agriculture based country; the main emphasis has been on
achieving self reliance in food production through developing agriculture sector.

Sustainable agriculture has now become an important subject. The economies and lives
of the people lining in tropics and sub-tropics are largely dependent on agriculture for
food. Therefore, agriculture development is the ultimate goal of the government. The
21% century demands new and fresh initiatives to boost economic growth which mainly
depends on the growth in agriculture.

The growing population requires that sustainable efforts are needed to cater the
growing demand of the food. Moreover, the low and un-sustainable performance of
agriculture has resulted in number of problems. This has been continuously contributing
to the food insecurity and poverty problems in the country.

The Crop Maximization Project (CMP) was launched on the basis of encouraging
results of a pilot project implemented by Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock
(MINFAL) with the technical and financial assistance of Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) of the United Nation and with the directives of the President of the
Islamic Republic of Pakistan. The CMP was then prepared in collaboration with
Provincial Governments. The PC-1 of the project was approved by the ECNEC on 3"
May, 2002 at a cost of Rs. 500 million in 109 villages for a period of 40 months. The
project is being in operation since May, 2002.

This is the first report on the achievements of the project for the year 2002-2003. The
data from about every village of the project has been collected on various interventions,
such as agriculture extension, OFWM, and productivity enhancement of various crops.

Tremendous efforts have been made in the preparation of this first report of the Crop
Maximization Project T Productivity Enhancement on sustainable basis. The one
handed efforts of Dr. Akbar Shah Mohmand, Deputy Project Director, are greatly
appreciated in this regard. | hope that the present report will help in understanding the
theme and objectives of the project for food security and poverty alleviation. This will
also provide guidelines for future successful implementation of the Crop Maximization
Project.

SUMMARY

The ACrop Maxi mi Padvdoat iPviotfyecEnhancement

(CMP) is being executed by M/o Food, Agriculture and Livestock, Islamabad in 109
villages of the four provinces and AJK. The project covers six districts in Punjab four in
Sindh, two each in NWFP and Balochistan and one in AJK. The CMP was initiated with
the directives of the President of Pakistan keeping in view of the excellent performance
of the pilot project of Special Program for Food Security (SPFS) conducted in Sargodha
and Daska districts.

The project I's being run through a parti

The farming community was organized by federating the existing Water Users
Association (WUAs) under Village Organizations (VOs). The main focus is on small
farmers. The technical component of the project include i) organizing farming
community ,ii) water management, iii) crop management iv) income diversification
interventions v) human resources development. Bench mark surveys were conducted in
the project villages to established initial input and productivity levels. Besides,
populations, crop area, number of tractors per villages and various other implements
available in the villages were recorded.

During first year, a total of 872 bench mark surveys (8 per village) were conducted. A
total of 334 Water Users Associations and 103 Village Organizations were established
and registered. In order to fully understand theme and concept of the project, 236
extension and OFWM staff from the four provinces and A.J.K were trained in various
disciplines of crop management, water management and other income diversifications
interventions. A total of 1684 project formers were also trained for this purpose. Under
On-Farm Water Management, 40 watercourses with a total length of more than 24296
meters were brick lined. Earthen improvement of 43 Watercourses having a total length
of 91364 meters was also completed in the project districts. During the year 13 laser
and land levelers were provided in the project districts to be used for PLL purpose. With
this technology, more than 2400 acres of area was brought under the furrow bed
planting of wheat and 898 acres using Zero Tillage Technology. During the year 18000
acres of rice wheat and cotton crops were planted under the project showing on the
average 36% increase in productivity. To make the project sustainable, revolving fund
accounts have been established in all the 103 villages of the project. Under this
component, various inputs, such seed, fertilizers and weedicides /pesticides are
provided to project farmers in kind to ensure better utilization of the credit. During first
year, an amount of Rs 35.0 million was provided on preferential mark up rates to project
farmers
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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background of the project

Poverty and food security in the country are inter- linked, thus affecting adversely the
buying power of the consumers. The last decade has witnessed an increasing poverty
and food insecurity all over the world. Therefore, ensuring availability of ample food
through increasing productivity and reducing poverty by increasing farm income of small
and poor farmers, are of highest priority issues and policy fundamentals for the
Government.

Increase in farm productivity will ensure a regular supply of food and increase in farm
and household income and improve access to food and reduce poverty. This challenge
has gained more intensity and importance in the presence of high population growth
rates, increasing burden of food demand from neighboring countries, reducing
investment in agriculture sector and policy shift from nationalization to privatization, de-
regulation, elimination of subsidy on agricultural inputs and steep increase in their
prices. Under this scenario, performance of agriculture sector need to be enhanced
further as there is a lot more potential in this sector which has not yet been realized.

For enhancing crop productivity, a food security project was piloted at two locations
(Daska and Sargodha) in Punjab, one location (D. I. Khan) in NWFP and at one location
in Sindh. This project was launched by Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock
(MINFAL) with the technical assistance of the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO)
of the United Nations in response to World Food Summit Plan of Action, 1996. In World
Food Summit, all nations of the world (including Pakistan) signed a declaration for
reducing hunger and poverty to half against its present status by year 2015. Therefore,

fighting hunger, reducing poverty and ensurir

obligation, which can be achieved through enhancing agricultural productivity.

The results so far achieved were very much encouraging. Within two years, the
productivity at village level of wheat was enhanced by 62.9% at Daska and 70% at
Sargodha. While in D.I. Khan, increase in productivity was to the tune of 168%. These
results were consistent for all locations and all project crops. This clearly shows that
there is a large potential in agriculture sector, which has not been exploited yet.

Realizing the success of the project, the Government of Pakistan decided to replicate
this Sargodha Productivity Enhancement Model in 100 villages in the four provinces and

methods are followed. This new approach will increase the affectivity of messages
and improve the adoption rate of new technologies by the farmers. Under this approach,

In order to spread the latest production technologies on sustainable basis to the farmers
in the whole country, and replicate the Sargodha Productivity Enhancement Model, the
Crop Maximization Project-Productivity Enhancement on Sustainable Bases is being
implemented in 109 villages of 15 districts, 20 Union Councils in the four provinces and
AJK. Of the 15 districts, the project is located in six districts of Punjab, four in Sindh, two
each in NWFP and Balochistan and one district in AJK. Details of the districts, Union
Council and Villages are given in Table 1.1.

2. PROGRESS OF THE PROJECT

2.1 Conducting Bench-Mark Surveys

During the first year of the project the activities started very slowly due to a number of
problems. However, the overall performance was satisfactory keeping in view the
complex miniature of the project.



For assessing the productivity of different crops in the project areas at village level,
Bench Mark Surveys (BMS) were conducted in 109 villages of the project. Data on
various aspects such as population, livestock, agriculture machinery, number of
watercourses (lined & un-lined) crop rotation practices, crop yield and inputs used for
various crops were obtained. The objectives were to assess the productivity and other
related aspects before the initiation of the project so that it could be compared with any
Improvement in productivity with the interventions of the project. A total of 872 bench

The Bench-Mark Surveys revealed that small farmers are the target of the project for
providing them an opportunity to participate in the project activities and increase their
productivity through getting input loans, adopt lattest production technologies and
participate in the Income Diversification Interventions provided in the project. The surveys
also revealed that the farmers have a land holdings ranging from 0.31 acres in Bannu
district to 3.33 acres in Jafarabad and 12.42 acres in Loralai, Balochistan.

2.2 ORGANIZING FARMING COMMUNITY UNDER THE PROJECT

2.2.1 Wat er U sgocialien A'S

This component aims at improving water use efficiency in canal irrigated areas through:
improving watercourses, use of furrow bed irrigation technology, precision land leveling
(PLL), farm redesigning and water scheduling, etc.

Farmers were organized in two phases. During the first phase, in irrigated areas, Water
User sb A s$WUAS) wdra egtablished on every watercourse. Areas where WUAS
already existed under the On Farm Water Management Department were revived and
included in the activities of the Crop maximization Project for participation in watercourse
lining and other water management practices for better utilization of the water resources to
boost productivity at the farm level. During the year 2002-2 003 a t ot al of
Associations has been established and registered (Table 2.1). The watercourse lining in
these project villages are done in consultation of the WUAs with a view to develop
consensus on the lining and better utilization of resources. The procedures, under which
these associations are working, are given in the By-Laws (Annexure ).

2.2.2 Watercourse improvement

To make better and efficient utilization of irrigation water, improvement of watercourses in
the project villages is another important component of the project. During 2002-2003
period, more than 40 watercourses with a length of more than 24296 meters were brick
lined (Table 2.1) with the full participation of the faming community. This has resulted in
saving of substantial tine and quantity of irrigation water. Besides brick lining, earthen
improvement of watercourses is another intervention in On-Farm Water Management
Table 2.1 on Farm Water Management Activities under the Crop Maximization Project
during 2002-03 Projecet Component. During 2002-03, more than 43 watercourses with a
total length of 91364 meters were improved. Province-wise details of the improved
watercourses are given in Table 2.1.

2.2.3 Precision land leveling and farm redesigning

This technology was introduced in Pilot project in Sargodha. Keeping in view its excellent
results, this component was also included in the Crop Maximization Project which is carried
out with the Land Laser Technology. In the Sargodha Model, a number of farmers
demonstrated its benefits and was used on more than 900 acres by re-designing of farms
of 20-25 acres. In CMP during 2002-2003, more than 2400 acres of land was re-designed
(Table 2.2). Following this technology, more than 14 demo-plots were also demonstrated in
various villages of the project. As per data obtained from the beneficiary farmers, water to
the tune of 20-25% has been saved. Thus, contributing to productivity enhancement
intervention of the project. Impact of these demonstration farms has been unexpectedly
high and many farmers of area have shown interest to use this technology. The introduction
of the PLL technology has shown tremendou

2.2.4*% Furrow-bed planting of wheat

Furrow bed technology was demonstrated for wheat crop on more than 550 acres in
various project villages. For this purpose, furrow bed planters has been provided and
purchased for the implements pools of the village organizations on cost sharing basis. This
technology is gaining popularity due to the fact that there is considerable saving of irrigation
water. Moreover, the wheat crop planted on furrow are more resistant to lodging, hence
contribute more to productivity enhancement interventions.

2.2.5* Zero Tillage Technology

Use of zero tillage technology in rice-wheat system has also been tested in pilot project in
Sargodha Productivity Enhancement Model and was therefore, introduced in Crop
Maximization Project keeping in view its success and benefits to the farmers. Zero tillage
drills were purchased under the project on cost sharing basis for the implement pools of the
village organization. The demand was so great that against, a target of 640 acres, more
than 898 acres wheat was planted using this technology (Table 2.2). The main benefit of
this technology is that irrigation was saved and reduced the cost of tillage operation which
ranging from Rs. 800 to Rs. 1000 per acre. This technology also ensures timely sowing of
the wheat crop which helped get 5 to 6% more yield than wheat planted after tillage
operation.

2.2.6* Establishment and Registration of Village Organizations

S
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Vill age Organization (VO) has become the
running the Productivity Enhancement Programme under Crop Maximization initiative of
MINFAL. Out of 109, a total of 103 Village Organization in the four provinces has been
established and registered under the Cooperative Societies Act 1925 and Cooperative
Rules 1927. After registration, now these VOs have the status of Corporate Bodies at
village level. All of these VOs have their own elected executive body. The elections of the

ar ge



executive bodies are held under the BY-Laws framed for these village organizations
(Annexure-l). For every action to be taken in the village organization and its function, the
By-Laws have to be followed.

Under the By-Laws, farmers are entitled to get membership of the Village Organization for
productivity enhancement with a land holding of not more than 25 acres. Keeping in view of
the above criteria, farmers have been registered as member after paying a membership fee
of Rs. 50/- and Rs. 100/per acre as their share in participation in the activities of the Village
Organizations. Farmers, who are member of other such organization or defaulters of any
financial institution, are not eligible for membership. The member farmers will fully comply
with the By-Laws of the Village Organization which have been prepared with the
consultation of Cooperative Department. These By-Laws are enclosed as Annexure-l. The
member farmers of the villages have elected its president, vice president, general
secretary, treasure and executive body. The number of the executive body members
depends on the number of watercourses. From every watercourse two members have been
taken. All other procedures are listed in the By-Laws. In this way a total of 103 Village
Organizations have been established and registered in the project villages.

2.2.7* Establishment of Revolving Fund

To ensure sustainability of productivity enhancement program, the Village Organizations
have established Revolving Fund Account at every village level. All the funds generated by
the VOs from the registration fee of the farmers and their per acre share, the amount
obtained from the rent of the implement pools are deposited in this account. After
completion of the project, this account will be operated by the representatives of the VO
according to By-Laws framed for the purpose for the purchase of inputs and other needs of
the member farmers. The Revolving Fund Account is operated by the joint signatures of the
RF Accountant, president of the VO and the concerned Agriculture Officer (Extension) of
the Union Council. The objectives of the revolving fund account is to sustain the
productivity enhancement program after completion of the project and to provide production
loan/micro credit to small and resource poor farmers so that they can continue to the efforts
of increasing their productivity. With the creation of the Revolving Fund Account and
empowering of the farming community, farmers will continuously be working for their
economic up lit and productivity enhancement.

2.2.8* Establishment of Implement Pools

Another important component of the project is the establishment of implement pools at the
village level under the supervision of the Village Organizations. Field implements have
been purchased in a number of project villages as per requirements of the Village
Organization on cost sharing basis. The objectives are to provide the project farmers with
the implements which they cannot afford to purchase and which are extremely needed for
the VO and day to day use. These implements are rented out on advance payment basis.
Earning through the rent is deposited in the Revolving Fund Account. Fifteen percent of the
rent is paid to the manager of the implements pool as incentives for maintaining record and



operation of implements. During the next year, more implement pools are being established
so that the maximum farmers could benefit from it.

2.2.9* Income Diversification Intervention

Another important component of the project is to increase the income of the small and
resource poor farmers of the project by taking part in various income Diversification
Interventions. These interventions include poultry farming, fish farming, diary farming,
honey bee keeping, plasticulture, growing off-season vegetables, calf fattening, etc. For
this purpose financial assistance is being provided to small member farmers. Fifty
percent of the cost is born by the project and 50 percent by the member farmer. This
financial assistance is refundable in 18 equal installments after six months of the
initiation of the intervention. Farmers are being demonstrated the ways and means to
diversify their income resources by participating in these interventions. Such
interventions have been proved very useful in razing the purchasing power of the poor
farmers, hence contributing towards the food security in limited resources. Due to
shortage of time and finalization of the modalities, the IDI could not be started during the
year 2002-2003.

2.3 HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT

2.3.1. Training of Technical staff

For orientation of the provincial Agriculture (Extension) and OFWM staff of the project,
and to educate them on the implementation of the project and appraise them of the
latest technologies in the crop production and water management, a technical training
program was arranged with the financial assistance of Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) of the United Nations and Canadian International Development
Agency (CIDA) and technical collaboration of the National Agricultural Research Centre,
Islamabad. The training was conducted at the Training Institute of the National
Agriculture Research Centre, Islamabad from 12" August, 2002 to 1% November, 2002
in six different batches. Participants were invited from the four provinces and AJK in

Since a complete participatory approach is followed in the project implementation,
therefore, the farmers need to be mobilized and oriented on the various new
technologies being generated from time to time. During the year, 1684 project farmers
were trained in crop production, water management, income diversification interventions
(poultry farming, fish farming, off-season vegetable growing, etc.). This is done in view
that the project is supporting the farmers of establishing small businesses to raise their
income through other means for their lively hood.

2.4 Productivity Enhancement

Poverty and food security in the country are inter-connected, thus affecting the
purchasing power of the resource poor consumers. The last decade has seen an
increasing poverty and food insecurity not only in Pakistan but through out the world.
Therefore, ensuring the availability of ample food through increasing productivity and
reducing poverty by increasing farm income of small and resource poor farmers are of
highest priority issues and are the main objectives of the Crop Maximization Project. In
order to enhance productivity, certain interventions were made in the project. These
include providing input loans to the project farmers through ZTBL for quality seed,
fertilizers and pesticides. For this purpose, input loan to the tune of Rs. 29.0 million
were provided to the project farmers. Moreover, to better utilize the the most constraint
resource of water efficiently, watercourses lining was done in the project villages. During
the year 2002-2003, a total of 40 watercourses with a total length of 24296 meters were
brick lined. Besides watercourse brick lining, earthen improvement of 43 watercourses
was also done with a total length of 91364 meters (Table 2.2). Another intervention
which helps in better utilization of irrigation water, Precision Land Leveling was done in
the shape of demonstration plots. During the year a total of 14 PLL demo plots were
demonstrated with a total area of 2400 acres for different kharif crops. This integrated
approach of combining all these factors contributed to productivity enhancement efforts



of the farmers. During the year, kharif (2003) crops (Rice, cotton, vegetables) were
planted on more than 18000 acres. The data showed that a considerable percentage of
36 percent productivity enhancement was recorded which is presented in Table 2.5.

ARTICLE 3

PROGRAMME AND OBJECTIVES
3.1 Programme

Government of Pakistan has prepared an integrated development programme which is
being called as AProductivity Enhancement
on practical participation of farmers where small farmers are its main focus. Under this
programme, farmers will be organized during a three years development project and a
revolving fund will be established for financial assistance of farmers so that productivity
enhancement programme could be continued by the Village Organization after
completion of the project.

3.20bjectives of the Programme

(a) Alleviate poverty at village level by improving socio-economic condition of
farmers and ensure food security through improving farm productivity.

(b) Organize farming community to develop a sense of cooperation so that they can
participate in collective efforts for rural development.

(c)Establish a revolving fund at village level and through it provide micro credit
timely and promptly to member farmers so that they can continue the collective
efforts of productivity enhancement at village level and improve their socio-
economic condition on sustainable basis.

ART ICLE 4

ORGANIZING FARMERS, MEMBERSHIP PROCEDURES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

a. Organizing farmers

Under Productivity Enhancement Programme, farmers will be organized in two phases.

the Productivity Enhancement Programme. This organization will be registered under

Cooperative Societies Act, 1925 and will have a status of Corporate Body. In this way, it

will be authorized for pursuing a legal action against any party or in its favor. It will also

be authorized to own a property and to enter into an agreement with any other

organization for fulfilling the objectives of the organization.

4.2 Conditions for membership

i) All those farmers of a village are entitled to become member of Village
Organization for Productivity Enhancement who do not have ownership of
land more than 25 acres and who have deposited their money share at the
rate of Rs 100 per acre.

i) Those farmers who own land up to 25 acres but do not do farming
themselves and they also do not reside in the village (absentee landlords) will
not be entitled to become members. However, the tenants of such lands can
become member of the Village Organization on the guarantee of land-lord for
repayment of loans of his tenant in case of default.

i) Members of any other such organization which gives loan will not be entitled
to become the member of VO until they provide proof of cancellation of
membership and clearance of all loans and dues of that organization.

iv) On the receipt of application for membership, the governing body of the VO
will decide the fate of application with in ten days. Reasons will be given in
case of rejection of the request. The decision of the governing body in this
regard will be final. Membership of such members will be liable to the
clearance of general body of VO. lIts information will also be given to Registrar.

V) Every member will nominate his heir, man or woman, who will be entitled to
become member after his death. The nominating member can change the
nominee with his written request. Such change will be duly endorsed in the
register of membership. For the verification of such change, the member will
sign or put his thumb impression on the membership register. In case of
becoming the member of such nominated person, he will be able to distribute
the inherited share of the late member to all of his heirs after subtracting the
dues of the VO.

Vi) Any member can transfer his share to any other person who is entitled to
become a member of VO and whose request of membership has been
accepted by the governing body. Such transfer will be liable to the clearance
of general body. The amount of share will not be more than the amount



received by VO as his share money. The governing body can refuse the
request of such transfer with out giving any reason.

vii)  Every member will have the right of one vote. But the defaulter member shall
not be allowed to participate in the general body meeting and will lose the
right of vote.

viii) At the time of membership, the applicant will submit an affidavit in favor of VO
declaring his im-movable property and willingness of baring it against the
dues of VO. Entry of such bar will also be made in the documents of land
revenue. The property or part of the property declared in the affidavit can not
be transferred during the membership. VO will have the first right of bar
equivalent to the amount of his dues. The member, however, can change his
affidavit any time with the permission of VO.

iX) Any society/association of women established with in the jurisdiction of the
VO, will be entitled to become a sister organization of this VO and By-laws of
VO will be applicable on that sister society/association.

4.3 Procedure for obtaining membership

All interested farmers, will apply for membership by filling out a membership form which
will be available in the office of VO. He will verify that he fully agrees with the objectives
of Productivity Enhancement Programme and that he will fully comply with by-laws of
the VO. The applicant will submit with his application two attested photocopies of his
national identity card, bank receipt of his money share after depositing it in the revolving
fund at the rate of Rs100 per acre and a permanent affidavit of returning loans in time
on a 10 rupee judicial paper. In addition, he will deposit Rs 50/-, non-returnable, as
membership fee. This money will be deposited in the revolving fund. The applicant will
get his application form verified from the concerned PATWARI that he does not own
more than 25 acres. He will also undertake that he is not a member of any such
organization and that his land is not under bar with any other organization for the sake
of any loan.

4.4 Cancellation of membership

0] For not paying full amount of his money share.

(i) At his death and at becoming insane.

(i)  Abandoning residence in the village.

(iv)  On selling out his land or increasing his landholding more than 25 acres.

(V) At serving a notice to Secretary of VO for discharging his name as
member only if he does not owe any outstanding dues to the organization
and if he is not a surety of any other indebted person.



(vi)  That member who is defaulter for two consecutive crop loans or who
commits an act which is considered dishonesty by the governing or
general body or an act which is against the interest and objectives of VO.

(vii)  On bankruptcy
(viii)  On becoming member of any other limited and unlimited association.

4.5 Constituting governing body of the village organization

)] Governing body of the VO will be constituted by electing two members from
every WUA formed at the village level for a period of three years and they will be
entitled to be elected again. In case elections are not held for any unavoidable reasons,
the present governing body will continue for another six months with in which holding
new elections will must. The number of executive members of the governing body will
depend upon the number of watercourses in a village. But it will never be less than
eight. In case, the number of watercourses in a village are less than four more then two
members will be elected from those associations of watercourse which have more
membership. In case of one watercourse and rain fed area, village will be divided into
four sections on geographical bases and Farming Associations will be established in
each section. In this way, two members will be elected from each association to
complete the strength of eight executive members of the governing body. Deputy
District Officer (will be an essential member of the governing body of VO because of his
appointment as Extension worker by the Provincial/district Government. Deputy District
Officer Agriculture (Ext), because of his position, will be the member of governing body.

i) On the expiry of upper limit of period (3 years and 6 months) the ex-governing
body will be considered as terminated. In such case, the Registrar Cooperative
Societies will be empowered to nominate an interim governing body comprising of eight
members. This body will exercise all those powers which are provided in By-laws. The
interim body will convene a general body meeting and make arrangements for holding
new elections with in 60 days. On completion of election of new governing body, the
interim body will stand terminated automatically.

i) If a member of V.O. in any capacity is a government servant (Federal/Provincial/
District) or he is Nazim or Naib Nazim in District or Union Council or holding, any other
position, will not be eligible to become an executive member of Governing Body or hold
any other position of V.O.

4.6 Election of President and Vice President of VO, length of tenure and powers

Members of VO will elect one among the executive members of their governing body
as President and other as vice President. The governing body will perform its functions
through its president but the president will be bound to act in accordance to the
decisions made by the governing body. For this election, presence of 51 percent
members of the VO will be the basic condition to meet the quorum necessary for this
election. Simple majority of the present members will be required to win the election.
Initially, president and vice president will be elected for a period of three years,



however, incase of their satisfactory performance, they can be elected for these posts
for second and third term. But they can not be elected against these posts for fourth
consecutive term. Procedure of election for second and third term will be the same as is
for the first term. In case of unsatisfactory performance, they can be removed any time
with the two third majorities of the present members. For such meeting, needed quorum
will be 51% of the total strength of the members. The secretary of VO will notify in
writing about this change. President will use all the powers which are allowed for his
position and he will preside over every meeting of the VO. President will be responsible
to achieve the objectives of "Productivity Enhancement Programme". President will be
authorized to sign all agreements and documents on behalf of the VO. President will
also perform all duties which are encountered by chance. In the absence of president,
vice president will perform his duties and exercise his powers. Elections will be
conducted by the election authority which will comprise of District Officer Agriculture
(Extension) as chairman, District Officer (Livestock) and District Officer (OFWM) as
members.

4.7 Selection of Secretary and his responsibilities

The governing body of VO will select amongst its all members one person, to assist the
president, as Secretary of the organization with consensus. In case of dispute, decision
of the president will be final. The secretary will record minutes of every meeting and will
be responsible for keeping all official documents and papers in order. His selection will
be for three years which can be extended for two more terms of three years each. But
he can not be selected for fourth consecutive term for this position. However, the
governing body can change him any time due to his unsatisfactory performance. Till
such time that the appointment of an accountant for revolving fund is made, the
secretary will also act as accountant for the revolving fund. In such case, the salary of
accountant will be paid to the secretary as per rules. He will also have following
responsibilities:
0] Look after and keep right the books, registers and documents of VO as
enlisted in clause 4.14.
(i) Receive loan from the indebted members.
(i) Issue notices for meetings of general and governing bodies and remain
present in these meetings.
(iv)  Record minutes of meetings of general and governing bodies and sign
these minutes.
(v) Make entries in the books and registers of the VO and verify these
entries as per rule.
(vi) Observe proper quality of the purchased material and make
arrangements for its proper storage.
(vi) Keep record of salaries of staff of VO and disburse the salaries to
them.



4.8 Procedure for resignation from membership

Any member or office bearer of VO can resign any time from his position/ membership
by giving an advance notice of one month. The resignation should be addressed to the
president of VO. The governing body will have the authority to accept or reject it. If
president himself wants to resign, his resignation will also be accepted by the governing
body. However, his resignation will finally be approved by the concerned Deputy District
Officer Agriculture (Extension) or sent back for review. In case, the governing body
sticks to its original decision, it will be considered as final.

4.9 Responsibilities and powers of governing body of village organization

Executive members of governing body or those members who have been
selected by VO for various committees from time to time shall perform
their duties in good faith, belief, honesty and best interest of VO and its
members.

Open and operate a bank account for Revolving Fund (RF).

Establish and operate an Input Sale Centre (ISC).

Work out input requirements at village level for planting of each crop on
the basis of their past experience and discussion with the member farmers
and by seeking guidance from staff of Agriculture Extension Department.

Arrange purchase and supply of inputs, i.e., seed, fertilizer and pesticides/
herbicides after operation of RF is started by VO. The Governing body will
also be responsible for safe custody and sale of inputs.

Establish and operate Farm Services Center (FSC).

Keep record of all income, expenditure and transactions and prepare
annual balance sheet and present it in annual general body meeting.

Carefully examine the audit reports and initiate necessary actions in its light.
Call general body meeting.

Construct new buildings or take buildings on rent to achieve the objectives
of the VO and look after these buildings.

Constitute sub-committee or committees to work for the VO and assign
necessary powers/authorities to them.

To run the business of VO, the governing body will act like an efficient
businessman. And will be responsible for any loss which occurs to VO in
defiance of Cooperative Societyods Act

4.10 Meeting of governing body of village organization

Governing body of VO will meet at least once during first week of each month. Presence
of 75% executive members of VO will be the pre-requisite to complete the quorum.
Decisions taken with simple majority of present executive members will be
implemented. Revolving Fund Accountant and Farm Services Supervisor shall also
attend these meetings as their mandatory duty. Representatives of Cooperative
Department, Agriculture Extension, On-Farm Water Management, Seed Certification
Department and other concerned Government Officials may specifically be requested to
attend the meeting if needed. In each meeting, VO will review the performance of RF,
ISC and FSC and stocks available their in. It will also discuss issues relating to
programmed activities and member farmers and take decisions for their solutions.
Minutes of each meeting will be duly recorded, read in the meeting and then sign or
imprint thumb impression by each present member and other participants. Any
executive member who will not attend three consecutive meetings, without prior written
leave of absence, will lose his position automatically as executive member of the VO.
Under such situation, VO will arrange to elect its new executive member from the
concerned Water-Users'/Farming Association within one month according to by-laws for
election of such position. Additional meetings of governing body can be held as and
when needed.

4.11 General body meeting of Village Organization

Governing body must call/arrange one formal meeting of general body of VO once in a
year between 1% July and 30™ September. In this meeting, Governing Body will obtain
approval of the general body for its all decisions taken from time to time during previous
year. Governing Body will also take approval of its budget and action plan prepared for
next year. Moreover, it will also discuss the issues related to member farmers and
village welfare and find out their solutions. Presence of at least 51% members of VO will
be required to meet the quorum. In General Body, all decisions will be taken with simple
majority of present members. A written notice will be served to all members preferably
five days prior to the date of meeting with details of agenda items.

4.12 Compensation_for services

Except as provided in these by-laws no employee, member, executive member, vice
president or president of VO can receive, directly or indirectly, any salary,
compensation, or gift from the project/programmed for the services rendered by them.
However, the governing body of VO may authorize the payment of reasonable
expenditure incurred by someone during performance of his duties as and when
assigned by the governing body. Nevertheless, this section does not prohibit to pay
salary to someone as employee of the organization which is provided in by-laws.



4.13 Disputes

Disputes which may emerge regarding the by-laws or business of VO or such disputes
are among the ex-members and present members of VO or between those persons
who have claims through these members or among those persons and governing body
or related to some officer, will be presented to Registrar as mentioned in Cooperative
Societies Act 1925.

4.14 Documents and books

The Village Organization shall keep the following documents in its designated office:

i) A copy of by-laws of the VO and registration certificate.

i) List of all members, a complete record of duly filled registration and
membership forms and one membership register having names of all
members.

iii) All documents, books, stock registers, application forms, cash book and
receipts used for maintaining the accounts and finances of RF, ISC and
FSC.

iv) Bio-data/service record of employees of VO such as Farm Services
Supervisor and RF Accountant.

V) Minutes of the proceedings of regular and general body meetings.

Vi) Record of all official correspondence.

vii)  Booklet for the introduction of Productivity Enhancement Programme and
other record about VO.

viii)  Register for shares and register indicating the limit of loans for each
member.

iX) A copy of passbook obtained by every member from Provincial Board of
Revenue.

X) Annual accounting and annual balance sheet.

Xi) Any other necessary document related to VO.

ARTICLE 5

REVO LVING FUND

5.1 Establishment of revolving fund

In every selected village, member farmers will be provided with inputs through a three
years development project. Fifty percent price of these inputs will be received from
member farmers at the time of their delivery and the remaining 50% price after the
harvest of crop. The money which will be received from member farmers after the
harvest of crop will be deposited in a PLS or better saving bank account of VO. This
account will be called as "Revolving Fund" (RF). Money received as membership fee,
share money and rent of farm implements will also be deposited in this account. This
account will be operated by joint signatures of RF Accountant, President of VO and



concerned Agricultural Officer (Extension) of agriculture department. During project, the
VO will be authorized to operate the account through an agreement. This agreement will
be made between VO, federal Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock and
Department of Cooperatives. Recovery will also be made from default members of the
project according to these by-laws under Cooperative Societies Act.

5.2 Source of finances

(@) Finances made available 1 n the s
federally funded project.

(b) Membership fee.

(c) Share money of member farmers.

(d) Income from rent of farm implements.

(e) Income from service charges received from member farmers for loan
handling.

)] Income received in shape of profit from the sale of agriculture inputs.

(9) Presents and donations received from individuals and organizations.

(h) Reserve funds, fees, fines, entrusted deposits, other funds etc.

0] Any other source which is duly approved by Ministry of Food, Agriculture
and Livestock.

5.3 Responsibility of farmers on liguidation

On liguidation, member farmers will be responsible for losses of funds and assets up to
30 times of the value of their share deposits.

5.4 Shares

Every member will purchase at least one full share of Rs 100 per acre for his declared
land holding. Which will be paid in full at the time of admission of membership. No
member will be allowed to own a share having the designated value of Rs 10,000 or five
times the value of his deposited share money. In case the share money of a member
exceeds this upper limit due to inheritance or any other reason, then the governing body
will have the authority to sell these shares or buy these on behalf of VO.

5.5 Use of revolving fund

Revolving fund of VO will be used for: (a) achieving objectives of VO and providing
production credit to member farmers through input sale centre, (b) repair of implements
and purchase of new ones but not exceeding the income received from the rent of
implements (c) payment of salary to accountant of RF and supervisor of FSC. When
deposits of revolving fund will grow more than the inputs credit requirement of the
respective village, then it can be used for following purposes with the approval of
governing body:

0] Purchase of shares of State Bank of Pakistan
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(i) Purchase of land and building

(i)  Construction of building

(iv)  Investment in government saving schemes

(V) Establishment of small industry at village level

(vi)  Any other purpose duly approved by Ministry of Food, Agriculture and
Livestock.

5.6 Basis for continuous use of revolving fund

VO will be entitled to use the revolving fund according to by-laws as long as it is growing
up to a possible limit and its business is being operated profitably. Thus total balance
and assets at the end of each financial year should exceed the balance and assets of
previous year. If these funds and assets decrease in some financial year over the last
year, the authorized representative of Secretary of Ministry of Food, Agriculture and
Livestock (MINFAL) and Department of Cooperatives will have the authority to cease
the RF, seal the input stocks at ISC and farm machinery at FSC without the consent of
any office bearer of VO and the concerned representative of provincial/district
Governments. In such case, after completion of investigation by a committee having
representatives of federal, provincial/district governments and cooperatives department,
if irresponsibility and dishonesty is proved, the responsible people will be duly punished.
Under this situation funds will be then provided to another project arealvillage where
farmers are more competent and willing to operate the RF profitably. Further, the
MINFAL and Department of Cooperatives will have the right to recover the defaulted
amount from the member farmers through various recovery mechanisms under the
Cooperative Societies Act. No member, executive member, vice president or president
and employees of VO shall be entitled to own or distribute any of the assets of the
organization upon its liquidation, dissolution or winding up of its affairs nor they will have
any right on its funds and assets. In addition, Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock
reserves the right to retrench/withdraw the revolving fund in full or partially any time
with out the consent or approval of VO, provincial/district governments and
Cooperatives department.

5.7 Eiscal year

The fiscal year of the Village Organization and Revolving Fund shall be from 15 July
through 30™ June.

5.8 Appointment of election for revolving fund accountant

An honest and credit-worthy person having minimum F.A./F.Sc or D.Com, qualification
preferably having experience of accounting, will be eligible for appointment as RF
Accountant. Retired government employees with above mentioned qualification and
accounting experience will be preferred. His appointment will be made on the
recommendation of Village Organization and concerned Agriculture Officer (Extension)
but the final approval will be accorded by the respective Deputy District Officer
Agriculture (Extension). The accountant will pledge his immoveable property worth Rs
200,000/- in favor of VO as security.



5.9 Contract period of revolving fund accountant

Initially revolving fund accountant will be appointed on contract for a period of two years

but in case of any complaint/unsatisfactory service he can be terminated any time on
the recommendations of governing body of VO. However, his contract can be extended
for five terms of two years each, in lieu of his satisfactory performance on the
recommendation of Governing Body of VO. Approval of which will be accorded by
respective DDOA (Extension) in consultation with concerned Agriculture Officer
(Extension).

5.10 Salary_for revolving fund accountant

The salary of RF Accountant will be Rs.1500/- per month. In addition, he will be entitled
to receive 15% of the net profit earned by him through service charges only. However,
with the increase or decrease in quantum of business, the governing body of VO can
recommend increasing or decreasing his salary and remuneration to a reasonable
extent. For which approval will be accorded jointly by District Officer, Department of
Cooperatives and respective District Officer Agriculture (Ext.) on the request of
concerned Deputy District Officer (Extension).

5.11 Responsibility of RF accountant

Revolving fund accountant will be responsible to run the business of Inputs Sale Centre,
purchase and sale of material and will deal with all other related matters but of course
under the consent and supervision of VO. He shall be responsible for the care and
custody of revolving fund and assets of the organization. He will also be responsible for
recovery of loans, keeping books of accounts in order, make entries in the books of
accounting and complete all documents related to loans. On demand he will submit
these to governing body and officers of Cooperatives Department, audit and agriculture
department. In case, some beneficiary do not return the loan in time, the accountant will
inform the president of VO in writing with in one week of expiry of due date. The
president will use his clout for recovery of loan failing which legal action will be taken
against the defaulted member. He will also be responsible to make entries in the pass
books prepared by member farmers for taking loan. He will prepare monthly financial
reports and annual balance sheets and present this to governing body, concerned
officer of Department of Cooperatives and provincial and federal Governments. In the
absence of revolving fund accountant, Secretary of VO or any other nominated person
of the governing body of VO will run the business of RF and ISC and will be entitled to
take salary and other remuneration for which accountant was entitled. In addition, he
will perform following duties:

)] At the end of each week, he will authenticate and verify stocks, sale and
rent proceeds of ISC and FSC. In addition, he will deposit the cash
proceeds received from both of these centers on the same day in RF.



i) He will counter-check the entries of credit issued and recovery received and
authenticate the correctness of their entries in registers at the closure of
accounts on each day to eliminate chance of mistake.

iii) He will provide guidance to Supervisor of FSC regarding maintenance of
account books.

iv) He will also perform all duties related to his job and supervisory office. He
shall also perform all other responsibilities entrusted to him by the
governing body of VO.

V) He will get his accounts checked and verified twice a week by the vice
president.

Vi) He will attend every meeting of VO regularly.

vi)  Accountant can keep cash with him up to the limit approved by the
governing body to meet day to day expenditures. Any additional cash will be
deposited in the bank account of VO.

5.12 Service_charges

Service charges will be received from every member farmer who has taken loan from
RF at 10% annual rate along with the principal amount. In case he is unable to payback
the loan within two months of the specified due date, service charges will be received
from him at 16% annual rate for the additional period. And if he does not repay his loan
along with 16% annual service charges even after the lapse of two additional months he
will be declared 6def aul t er & and dues wil/l be r
according to the rules and regulations of Cooperative Societies Act. The expenditure
incurred on recovery process will also be recovered from the defaulter member. For the
convenience of farmers, it will be permissible to get loan for the next crop in the
presence of loan obtained for previous crop with the condition that such loan does not
exceed the upper limit of his loan entittement. However, action will be taken on the loan
obtained on previous crop according to the laid down rules and regulations for this
purpose. Loan for third crop in a row will not be issued even in the presence of
entitlement. In case of repayment of loan before the specified time, service charges will
be deducted on the bases of number of days.

5.13 Maximum credit limit

Member farmer will be able to receive loan for Kharif / Rabi crops at the rate of Rs
3500/- per acre for a maximum amount of Rs 85,000/-. For every member, the upper
limit of receiving loan will be specified in an entitlement register. Ministry of Food,
Agriculture and Livestock will have the authority to revise the upper limit of loan from
time to time.
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5.14 Procedure for issuance of production loan

Every member of VO who is owner of land will be entitled to get the production loan on
the surety of two members. The tenant and lessee of agricultural land or farmer of
rented land will be able to receive loan on the guarantee of the land owner and surety of
two member farmers. The needy member will apply on an approved application form for
obtaining loan. Loan will not be issued on incomplete application. Loan will be awarded
only with in the limit of entittement. On the fulfilment of above mentioned conditions,
approval of loan will be given by the Governing Body of VO in which participation of
Deputy District Officer (Extension) will be must. Loans of more than 25000/- will be
given on the passbook issued by Provincial Board of Revenue. A copy of passbook will
be kept in the office of VO. The loan will be disbursed in kind from input sale center of
VO.

5.15 Profits

At the end of each financial year, profit made during the year will be announced
regularly. Which will be distributed according to article of 38 to 40 of Cooperative
Societies Act 1925 as follows: (i) Village Organization will reserve at least 25% of the
net profit as capital finance which will not be distributed but it can be invested in
business of VO. (ii) After deduction of capital finance according to rule, the remaining
net profit will be distributed among the farmer shareholders according to the
value/proportion of their shares. It will be considered as dividend which can be invested
in the business of VO but with the condition that it has been recorded in the ledgers as
dividend against the names of shareholder members. (ii) VO, if desires so, can
establish a fund for the welfare of their members. Approval of this decision will be given
by general body. (iv) The profit money left after above mentioned distribution will be
considered as net profit of VO which can be invested in the business.

5.16 Natural calamities

@) If crop of an indebted member is destroyed in calamity hit area, as
declared by Government, then the member can be exempted from
payment of the service charges only.

(b)  The principal amount will be received from the member according to the
conditions and restrictions set by the provincial relief commissioner/Board
of Revenue.

(©) Loans will be issued to the members farmers of calamity hit area for the
next crop according to the instructions and restrictions set by the
concerned relief commissioner/Board of Revenue.

5.17 Settlement of accounts and dissolving of VO

VO will only be dissolved by the order of Secretary, Ministry of Food, Agriculture and
Livestock on the recommendation of Registrar, Department of Cooperatives. The assets
and balance amount of VO, left after deduction of liabilities and payment of shares, will



be invested in local welfare programme, identified by the governing body of VO, with the
approval of Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock. If the governing body fails to
identify such a need with in three months from the date of settlement of accounts, then
the Ministry of Food, Agriculture and livestock will take decision at its own end. This
account can be used as capital finance for any other village having productivity
enhancement programme or in a new Cooperative Society whose mandate is similar as
of productivity enhancement programmed.

ARTICLE 6

INPUT SALE CENTER
6.1Input Sale Centre

An Input Sale Centre (ISC) will be established under Productivity Enhancement
Programme at village/union council level. Business of this centre will be run by Village
Organization under revolving fund through an accountant. All production loans will be
provided to member farmers in shape of inputs through this center according to the
approved loan documents. Members and non-members will also be able to purchase
inputs on cash payment from this centre at market rates. This center will also be used
as mar ket point for disposal of farmersdé prod

6.2 Site for Input Sale Centre

Input Sale Center will be located at a prominent place in village. In this situation, office
of VO will also be located in the same premises. In case, an appropriate place is not
available in village, then a suitable place will be hired on reasonable rent in the nearest
market situated on metalled road. VO and the revolving fund accountant will be
responsible for its security.

6.3Fixation of sale price

Governing body of Village Organization will fix sale price of inputs duly accounting for its
purchase price, cost of transportation, labour charges, operational expenses and a
reasonable profit margin.

6.4 Purchase committee

VO willl make al l purchases through a WAPurch;
Secretary of the VO, RF Accountant, two executive members drawn from the governing

body and concerned Agriculture Officer (Extension). This committee will verify and sign

all purchase vouchers, bills and receipts, etc.

6.5Record of sales and stocks

Revolving fund accountant will be responsible to regularly maintain the inventory, sale
and stock record in prescribed registers. At the time of arrival of inputs at Sales Center,



he will make entry of its details in the concerned register and verify it. He will issue a list
of the same to president of VO. He will make entry of each sale and authenticate the
balance stock at the end of each day. In addition, he will make entry of inputs given on
credit in the credit accounts of the respective member farmers and in their passbooks,
while sale of inputs on cash payment will be registered along with the name and
address of buyer.

ARTICLE 7

FARM SERVICES CENTER

7.1 Farm Services Centre

Farm Services Centre (FSC) will be established at village/union council level for
providing suitable farm implements to farming community on rental basis and provide
extension advice for the management of crops. Farm implements will be purchased
during project phase according to the requirement of concerned area for which farmers
will pay 50% cost. Farming community will be the owner of this centre and VO will run it
under its control through a Supervisor. VO will select a suitable place where farm
implements will be kept and this place will be called FSC. Farm Supervisor and VO will
make proper and foolproof arrangements for its security.

7.2 Criteria for selection of farm services supervisor

An honest, reliable person having minimum matriculation/FA qualification preferably
with technical know-how about farm implements and permanent resident of the
respective project village/area will be eligible for the post of Supervisor. Selection will be
made on the recommendations of governing body of Village Organization but final
approval will be accorded by the respective Agricultural Officer (Extension).

7.3 Contract period

Initially, Farm Services Supervisor will be hired for a period of two years but in case of
complaints/unsatisfactory services, he can be terminated at any time on the
recommendations of governing body. However, his contract can be extended for five
terms of two years each in lieu of his satisfactory performance on the recommendation
of governing body. Each time final approval will be given by the respective Agricultural
Officer (Extension).

7.4 Remuneration for supervisor

For encouraging hardworking, he will be given 15% of the net profit earned from the
renting of the implements. However, with the increase or decrease in quantum of
business, governing body of VO can recommend raise or reduction in his salary and
remuneration to a reasonable extent. But its final approval will be given by the
respective Deputy District Officer Agriculture (Extension).



7.5 Rent for implements

Governing body of VO will fix per hour or per day or per acre rent for various
implements but it should not be very much different from prevalent market rates. Rent
will be collected in advance from both members and non-members for whom proper
receipt will be issued. For renting out implements, members of VO will be preferred.

7.6 Responsibilities of farm services supervisor

Duties of Farm Services Supervisor include proper maintenance of inventory of
implements and record of their rent in prescribed registers. He will make entry of every
transaction mentioning date, time, unit rent and total rent along with the name of renting
farmer. He will also be responsible for maintenance, repair and safeguard of the
implements. The president of VO can allow a repair work up to Rs 200/- at one time.
However, if repair cost exceeds this limit, the permission of governing body of VO will
be necessary. In the absence of Supervisor, any other nominated person of the
governing body will run the business of FSC and will be entitled to draw salary and
other remuneration for which the Supervisor was entitled.

7.7 Handing over of cash proceeds

At the end of each week, Farm Services Supervisor will hand over the total rent earned
during the week to RF accountant and obtain a proper receipt from him. While receiving
cash, RF accountant will also check the rent entries and authenticate the totals thereof.
He will deposit all cash into RF on the same day.

ARTICLE 8

AUDIT OF ACCOUNTS
8.1 Audit

(@  Annual audit of VO will be conducted with in one month at the end of each
financial year by the authorized officer of Registrar Cooperatives Department
according to Cooperative Societies Act, 1925.

(b)  After receiving the audit report, the governing body will present it in the general
body meeting for the information and perusal of members so that proper
measures can be adopted to stop irregularities in accounts if any. Copy of the
audit report will also be submitted to Registrar Cooperative Department and DOA
(Ext.) for necessary action.



ARTICLE 9

AMENDMENT IN BY  -LAWS

9.1 Procedure for amendments

@) For any amendment in by-laws, governing body will get it approved
from general body with % majorities of present members. These will be
sent to Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Livestock for final approval.
Registration of amendments will be made in By-laws by Registrar
Cooperatives Department.

(b) In addition, whenever the federal government will review its decision
regarding any matter of VOs and revolving fund then such decision will
be enforced immediately. For this purpose, there will be no need of

amendment in the by-laws and such decision will become part of the
by-laws.

ARTICLE 10

ISLAMIZATION OF LOAN

10.1 Making credit interest free

It is believed that credit disbursement through RF under these by-laws is free of interest.
However, necessary changes will be made in the by-laws if identified and required by
Government for this purpose.
